MARLIESVISIT SYRACUSE BEFORE RETURNING HOME FOR WEEKEND ACTION; KEY
SHOWDOWN VERSUS GRAND RAPIDSLOOMS SUNDAY

THE OPPONENTS:

SYRACUSE CRUNCH

The Marliesarein the Salt City for the penultimate time this season and visit the Syracuse Crunch — AHL affiliate of the
Columbus Blue Jackets — on Friday evening at the War Memorial at Oncenter. Toronto went 3-2 on their recent five game
homestand and arrive in Central New Y ork seeking their first road win since a 4-3 SO victory on January 21 at Chicago.
Theteam has arecord of 0-4-0-1 in their five road gamesthat ensued following the win over the Wolves. Syracuse, 26-
31-3-7, leads the Marlies by four points but trails fourth place Grand Rapids by 13 points in the chase for the North
Division’sfina playoff spot. They return home following a 3-2 win over the Hamilton Bulldogs last Sunday evening at
Montreal’s Bell Centre. The Crunch’s Steven Goertzen and Ryan Kdller scored third period goals to help the visitors
overcome a one goal deficit and record pointsin the standings for the third time in three days. The Marlies equaled their
season high in winning consecutive games with last Saturday’ s 4-1 home win over Rochester. Martin Sagat scored twice in the third period en
route to first star honours for the first time this season. The Marlies are 14-14-0-3 on theroad this season, and have won one of two meetingsin
Syracuse. Friday’' s contest marks the first meeting between the clubsin New Y ork since Crunch goaltender Tomas Popperle turned aside 41
shots in a 4-0 shutout victory on December 27. Former Syracuse forward Joe Motzko had two powerplay goals to pace the home side’ s attack.
(LW) Joakim Lindstrom leads the Crunch in scoring with 41 points through 67 games (18g-23a= 41 pts) despite having appeared in only 46 of
the team’ s games to date. His 18 goals a so represent ateam high. (G) Popperle hasarecord of 20-16-3, including four shutout wins, while
maintaining a GAA of 2.84 and ateam high 0.902 save percentage through 39 appearances with the club.

Notables: The Crunch has recovered from an 0-3 deficit and sits tied with the Marlies at three wins apiece following six of the eight regular
season contests this year. Syracuse became the third AHL team (Rochester, Portland) to score at least eight goals in one game againgt Toronto
in winning 8-1 in theteams’ last meeting on January 2 in Toronto. Seven visiting players recorded multi-point efforts asthe Marlies set a
franchise record for most penalty minutesin a game with 123. Erik Westrum had the lone Toronto marker. The Marlies had won three straight
gamesin Syracuse before their loss in late December. The Crunch plays 11 of their next 12 gamesin New Y ork state before concluding the
season at Wilkes-Barre/Scranton on April 15.

HAMILTON BULLDOGS

The Marlies attempt to win their fifth game againg the Bulldogs — AHL affiliate of the Montreal Canadiens —when their
provincial rival visits Ricoh Coliseum for the third time this month on Saturday evening. The contest will mark the third
in four nights for the Bulldogs, who return to Copps Coliseum for the first timein just under four weeks when they host
Rochester on Wednesday night. They conclude their four game regular-season series with the Albany River Rats when the
Carolina Hurricanes' affiliate visits on Friday. The Marlies snapped atwo game losing streak agains Hamilton when
Colin Murphy scored at 3:23 of overtime on March 11 in thefirst of 21 all-time meetingsto be decided in an OT session.
They now sport a 4-4-0-1 record versus Hamilton this season, and have won more games againg the Bulldogs than any
other opponent. Hamilton, 37-23-3-4, leads the third place Amerks by one point in the race for second place and homeice
advantage in the opening round of thisyear’s Calder Cup playoffs. They recently completed a 10 game sojourn away from Copps Coliseum
with arecord of 4-3-1-2. Their most recent win, a 5-4 overtime victory at Syracuse, was highlighted by a four goal performance (including the
OT winner) from rookie forward Matt D’ Agostini. (RW) Duncan Milroy leads Hamilton in scoring with 54 points through 67 games (23g-
3la= 54 pts). His 23 goals a so represent ateam high. (G) Y ann Danis hasarecord of 18-12-3 while maintaining a GAA of 2.94 and a 0.903
save percentage through a team-high 34 appearances with the club this season.

Notables: The Bulldogs' recent extended road trip was due to the City of Hamilton’s hosting the Tim Hortons Brier Canadian Curling
Championship at Copps. Toronto leads the all-time series with arecord of 11-9-0-1 through 21 meetings. Each team has won once viathe
shootout with both of those contests having taken place in the Steel City. Toronto plays their sixth and final game of the campaign in Hamilton
next Sunday afternoon before the Bulldogs return to Toronto to conclude the season series six days later.




GRAND RAPIDS GRIFFINS

The Marlies host what they hope will be aweary Grand Rapids Griffins squad on Sunday evening as the Detroit
affiliate concludes a three game Canadian road swing following Friday and Saturday night games in Winnipeg.
Heading into week’ s play, the Griffinslead the Marlies by 17 pointsin the chase for the North Division’sfinal playoff
spot. Sunday’s contest markstheteams' first of three meetings over the course of the league schedul€ s fina three
weeks. Toronto travelsto Van Andel Arenaon April 6 before hosting the Griffinsin the regular season finale for both
clubson April 15 at Ricoh Coliseum. The Marlies sport arecord of 2-3-0 after five of eight meetings this season but
have been doubled-up by scores of 4-2 (October 13) and 2-1 (December 9) in the lone two contests in Ontario. The
Griffins Josh Langfeld scored the only third period tally at 2:45 of the final stanzato lift Grand Rapidsto their one goal
victory when last the teams met at Ricoh. The Marlies fell behind by a 3-0 count in the game’ s opening 14 minutes en route to a 6-3 defeat in
the clubs most recent encounter on January 27 in Michigan. Toronto's Erik Westrum recorded his 18" and 19" goals of the campaign in the
setback. The loss was the Marliesfirst in three meetings at Van Andel Arenathis season. Justin Pogge recorded his first professional victory,
and hisfirst professional shutout, in a4-0 win on October 27. (C) Kip Miller leadsthe Griffinsin scoring with 66 points through 67 games
(24g-42a= 66 pts) and is one of only two players (Smith) to appear in each of the teams games to date. (G) Jimmy Howard has arecord of 18-
16-2 while maintaining a GAA of 2.75 and a 0.908 save percentage through 39 appearances with the club. He hasfive shutout victories.
Notables: The Griffinstrail third place Rochester by four points heading into week’s play. The Amerks have won two of their past four games
but have been in the winner’s circle on only three occasions dating to a 5-2 win at Syracuse on February 17. The teams split the eight game
regular season series, although Rochester did emerge with a4-3-1-0 edge. Marlies captain Marc Moro scored hisfirst goal with theteam in the
home side’ s 4-2 setback versus the Griffinsin mid-October. Grand Rapids diminated the Marliesin five gamesin last season’s North Division
Calder Cup Quarterfinals. Three of the five games were decided by one goal, all in favour of the Griffins.

CCM/VECTOR AHL PLAYER OF THE WEEK NOMINEE

For the week ending March 18th, 2007, the Toronto Marlies have nominated left wing Martin Sagat for the CCM/Vector AHL Player of the
Week award. A Slovakia native, Sagat recorded pointsin each of the team’ s three games last week and had multi-point contests for the second
and third times this season. He tallied two goals in Saturday’ s 4-1 win over Rochester and was recognized as the game' s first sar. With five
points and a +5 ranking, Sagat increased his point total to 11 (three goals, eight assists) on the campaign. This week’ s award was ultimately
won by Hershey's Kyle Wilson.
